We will report on and discuss proficiency levels and ensure that expectations are clear in regard to our expectation of growing every child. We will use Title I funds to pay for childcare and refreshments during meetings, so you can attend a meeting after work.  If you have suggestions for presentation topics or suggestions for the overall improvement of the school, we will be responsive to your concerns and involve you in the process.  As stipulated in our September Title I meeting, parents are invited and encouraged to become a member of the school team to create our school-wide comprehensive improvement plan.

We will fill the parent representative to the district’s Excellence for all Parent Committee by soliciting a parent volunteer to fulfill this role.  The attendee will report back to the group at the next month’s PSCC/Title I meeting.  We are a school-wide Title I school.
